Special Use Permit - SB08-003 (Montreux Development Group,
LLC) — Review and recommendations on the request to construct a
landscaped berm (permanent earthen structure) along the western and
northern edges of the project site not to exceed ten (10) feet in height,
as authorized in Section 110.438.35 of the Washoe County
Development Code. The project site is located at 16475 Bordeaux
Drive, approximately 207 feet south of the Bordeaux Drive/Jefte Court
intersection and approximately 600 feet southeast of the Mount Rose
Highway (SR 431).
