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ABSENT BALLOT INFORMATION

HOW CAN I OBTAIN AN ABSENT BALLOT?

1. An absent ballot may be obtained by submitting a written (and signed) request to the Washoe County Registrar of Voters Office at P. O. Box 11130, Reno, NV  89520 or fax to (775) 328-3747.

2. Your request MUST include:

a. the election for which the absent ballot is being requested

b. your residence address

c. the mailing address to which the absent ballot should be sent

d. your date of birth

e. your signature. 

3. Telephone requests CANNOT be honored.

4. The deadline for requesting an absentee ballot, except for emergencies, is always the Tuesday (seven days) before any election.

WHEN SHOULD I REQUEST AN ABSENTEE BALLOT?

You may submit a request any time after January 1st of each even-numbered election year. Submitting your request(s) early will allow for maximum processing time.  Extra time is always needed for military people and overseas citizens who are legally registered to vote in Washoe County.

General information:

1. If you desire to vote an absentee ballot in both the Primary and General Elections it is important to note that on your request form.

2. If you request but after a reasonable length of time you do not receive an absentee ballot, call the Registrar of Voters Office at (775) 328-3670.  A new ballot will be issued for you OR you may appear at Early Voting or at your polling place on Election Day and complete a Voter Affirmation Statement that will allow you to vote.  

3. Voted absentee ballots cannot be accepted by Election Workers at Early Voting or on Election Day at your polling place.

4. All voted absentee ballots must be in the Office of the Registrar of Voters no later than 7 pm on Election Day.  Any ballot received after the deadline may NOT, by law, be counted.

5. Nevada does not maintain a permanent absentee ballot roll.  For each election or calendar year you wish to vote by absentee ballot, you must submit a written, signed request.  The request must be received during the year in which the election(s) will be held.
