24 Hours / 7 Days a Week








Families are required to have regular contact with their daughters and to take them home on passes once they have earned that privilege.  Daily phone calls are encouraged. Families are also required to attend the Family Wellness Class, Resolving Anger Peacefully and Family Counseling.

Girls between the ages of 13-17 years of age.


Girls must fit the regular profile of McGee Center residents as they will be housed together and have many co-ed activities.


Although some girls may be court ordered, the Program is voluntary and the main focus is to provide “early intervention” with the hopes of keeping your daughter from escalating into the Juvenile Court System.


How long is the program?          


                                                                      The program is a minimum of 90 days, however can extend to 6 months.  The average length of stay is approximately 4½ months.





The program works on a “Level System” which are: Orientation, Implementation, Continuation and Graduation.

                                                                     **Note to Parents: All transportation to and from appointments is responsibility of parents. **
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With each level of advancement, your daughter will earn more privileges and longer home passes.





Inappropriate behaviors or actions, lack of participation, basic defiance etc., will result in consequences.





Consequences may include, but are not limited to, house restriction, loss of home passes or supervised Work Program.  Consequences may also effect your daughter’s advancement to the next level which in turn would lengthen her time in the program.





Referral and Staffing Process:





If your daughter meets the requirements, she can be referred to the program by a counselor, probation officer, intake officer, therapist, social worker, parent, etc.





The “referring person/agency” should contact the McGee Center to briefly discuss the case and then a “staffing appointment” would be scheduled.  





Staffings are held on Mondays at 2:00pm and Thursdays at 3:00pm and are attended by the girl, her parent, McGee Center Staff, Children’s Cabinet Staff and referring person.





What is the cost?





Monthly cost is $400.00. All families are required to fill out a financial declaration and monthly obligation will be determined by the Department’s financial officer. 





No family will be turned away due to the inability to pay!











What is the Girls’ Program?





The McGee Center Girls’ Program is offered through the Washoe County Department of Juvenile Services Early Intervention and Prevention Division.  It offers temporary out-of-home placement where a girl can address her current behaviors and/or actions in a safe environment with the ultimate result being family reunification or transfer to independent living.


Girls learn valuable skills to make better decisions that can positively impact their present and future lives.


Girls have daily obligations which include, but are not limited to, household chores, educational homework and a variety of classes.


Girls participate in Family Wellness, Resolving Anger Peacefully, Aggression Replacement Training, Thinking for a Change and Girls Circle.  Girls are also involved in Individual/Family Counseling.


The Program works closely with the Children’s Cabinet and the girls participate in tutoring and TDS (Teens Doing Stuff).


In addition to the above, many guest speakers present programs to the girls.  Programs may include, but are not limited to Sierra Arts, Washoe County Health Department, Girl Scouts of Sierra Nevada and Foster Grandparent Program.


Families are a key component to the success of their daughters.
